             WE STRONGLY ENCOURAGE OUR CLIENTS TO FEED A 100% RAW DIET, HOWEVER, YOU MAY FEED AN 80% RAW TO 20% DRY BASE AND STILL REAP SOME OF THE BENEFITS OF A RAW DIET.

 Solid Gold’s Millenia or Solid Gold’s Wolf King food(if you opt not to go 100% raw) along with the supplements Solid Gold bonemeal, Solid Gold Seameal and Solid Gold MSM(619-258-1914, 619-258-2780 to order they will let you know about your closest distributer) Our dogs are on 100% raw diet for their overall health. The bulk of their diet is ground beef hearts,  beef trimmings, green tripe, along with raw turkey drums, turkey necks/backs, chicken necks/backs, lean ground chicken hearts, and fresh raw meaty bones. You may also feed wild game, to make up the meats in their diet. They are on a small quantity of fresh grated carrot, sprouts, all green veggies, and yams. These veggies are finely pureed and mixed in with the ground meats and supplements during feeding. Berries and apples are a nice treat. It is also vital for your dog to receive fresh cold pressed oils in their diets. We recommend 1-2 tsp of olive oil, 1-2 tsp of Flax oil, 1 tsp of Cod liver oil for a superior source of Vit. A and Vit. D. Your Flax and Cod liver oils provide a full spectrum of Omega 3’s and Omega 6 Essential fatty acids.

Cultured yogurt, Organic if you can get it, 1 raw egg yolk, and veggies are added to the meats above along with providing the supplements 1 time per day.  Vit C needs to be given daily at approx 2000 milligrams daily. This is a very important supplement for the overall connective tissue health for the longstanding structural health of your German Shepherd and developing pups.

This is an excellent diet program that ensures the proper development of you new puppy. It is easy to follow, and you will yield excellent results, so please follow it carefully. Remember, we strongly recommend an all raw diet for the overll long-standing successful health of your puppy.
